5.0.  CONECTION TO THE BOILER AND MAINTENANCE

Pellet tank is adjust on the right side to the boiler, mandatory on solid base in line with boiler. Screw 
feeder must be adjust so the pellet's could fall in free fall, so that pellet delivery would not be blocked. 
Pellet refueling is done from the upper side (open the tank cover first).

Bring pellet tank (1) closer to the boiler (2) and tighten them with screws (3).

Connect screw feeder (4) with pellet feeding box (5) (with flexibile PVC tube (6)).
